1.  General Requirements: (60 units, 2.0 GPA, 12 units at GWC)
Demonstrate an ability to set goals, monitor progress, make adjustments, and complete an educational plan.
2.  Major Requirements: (Certificate Program or lower division major preparation {at least 18 units} or Area of Concentration {at least 18 units}
Demonstrate skills, abilities, and knowledge in a particular area of aptitude or interest.

3.  General Education Requirements:  Completion of Areas A-E
Area A-- Communication in the English Language and Critical Thinking-Completion of 3 units from each group.
Group 1.  Demonstrate spoken communication skills which are appropriate to the audience, context and goal of the communication situation.
Group 2.  Write a clear, well-organized paper using documentation and quantitative tools when appropriate.
Group 3.  Demonstrate the critical thinking skills of analysis, synthesis and evaluation.
Area B—Physical Universe and it Life Forms Completion of 3 units in Group 1 and satisfy Group 2
Group 1.  Demonstrate scientific inquiry skills related to hypothesis, prediction, interpretation and evaluation.
Group 2.  Demonstrate an ability to perform basic computations and approach practical problems by choosing appropriately from a variety of mathematical techniques.
